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Background z pre-September 2009

- Longstanding low level motorcycle activity on 30 acres
of McAdam Park

- Tolerated by residents, no intent to Impede activity

- Announcement of plans to upgrade to major regional
facility on 300 acres, 4 dayper-week activity

. No consultation with residents
. No information available to residents

- Residents portrayed as antimotorcycle z this is not
true!
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- Status of proposed major regional motorsports
complex (Paul Morgan)

- Funding to purchaseMcAdam Park announced by State
Government ($1.27 million), City of Greater Geelong
($660,000) and Motorcycling Australia ($1.1 million)

- Surf Coast Shire also has indicated financial support
($200,000) for the project

. Public announcement last week that site is secured
. Purchaser unknown

- We understand that Motorcycling Australia will be
responsible for development of the facility
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This Is the start of a multi-stage development

Phase 1z land acquisition $3.4 million
Phase 2 7z stage 1 facility development $2.0 million
Phase 3z stage 2 facility development $2.5 million
Total $7.9 million

. Currently, the motorcycle track operates intermittently on
approximately 30 acres of the total 300 acres available

. The current use is outside that permitted by the current
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OOA QmeEHeleve for approx. 30 acres only

. The frequency and intensity of use has been increasing over
the past 2 years
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the entire 300 acres) has been lodged with Surf Coast Shire

City of Greater Geelong funding is contingent on
development of McAdam Park into a major regional
